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Resumo:

Desde 1983, a Fazenda da Esperanca (FdE) funciona como uma
comunidade terapéutica para diversos tipos de dependéncias
Guaratingueta no Brasil; hoje esta presente em 35 paises. Ainda que
declaradamente catdlica, seu método terapéutico se baseia em trés
pilares: trabalho, convivéncia e espiritualidade. A presente reflexao
busca fundamentar a terapéutica da FdE nas concupiscéncias,
reminiscéncias do pecado original (sentidos, curiosidade va e orgulho)
da A Verdadeira Religido de Santo Agostinho. Para que o método
terapéutico tenha fruto, € necessario relacionar os trés pilares, as
concupiscéncias com a Gragca e Conversdo (Confissdes). Tendo em
mente A Graga e a Liberdade, o autor conclui que sé com o encontro
com o Deus vivo se chega a cura (liberdade); superar os bens terrenos
(fonte da dependéncia) e chegar aos eternos.
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Abstract

Since 1983, the Fazenda da Esperanca (Farm of the Hope) works
as a therapeutic community for different kind of addiction in Brazil
South-east. At moment the FdE is present in more than 35 countries.
Even if it is clearly a catholic agency, its therapeutic method has three
pillars: work, living together and spirituality. The present essay looks
for some ground of the therapeutic of the FdE in the Augustinian
thought and concepts like concupiscences and original sin
reminiscences having in mind some of his main writings (De vera
religione, Confessiones and so on). Klautau belief that a good outcome
in this therapeutic method needs good relationship between the three
pillars, the concupiscences and the Grace and Conversion. With this
background, then, it's only with this kind of encounter with the living
God that people will reach healing (freedom); people need then overcome
the meaningless of the terrestrial goods (source of dependence) and
reach the eternal ones.
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
